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CURRICULUM

Å Curriculum document we plan from is called Development Matters. It is 
broken down into Age related bands. 

Å 30- 50 months band is expected level for nursery and 40 ð60 months
for Reception children

Å The curriculum is broken down into seven areas.  Communication and 
Language, Personal, Social and Emotional Education, Physical, Literacy, 
Maths, The World, Expressive Arts and Design.

Å Each area of the curriculum is broken down into parts EG: CAL is Speaking, 
Listening and Understanding ðSo we end up with seventeen Early Learning 
Goals.

OBSERVATION & 
ASSESSMENT

Å During the year we observe the children during their self chosen activities, 
and planned activities with a teacher.

Å This evidence is collected by ipads and ipods on a programme called Target 
Tracker

Å Using this evidence we are able to see which elements of the age related 
bands the children have achieved.

Å We track the children throughout the year to ensure they continue to 
make progress through the age development bands.

Å At the end of the year we assess the children against the Early Learning 
Goals.

Å The children are judged to be 

Emerging (1 point) 

Expected (2 points)

Exceeding (3 points)

Å These levels are reported to parents against each Early Learning Goal.  

Å We also report to parents about their childõs preferred learning styles.



Å Target Tracker allows us to save the childrenõs observations 
and send them to parents.

Å Observations will be sent before each parents meeting in 
November and March.  The final observation will be sent in 
July.
